OBJECTIVE TESTS AND PROCEDURES

We will begin objective testing at 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, March 31. Objective tests will be administered in

Exhibition Hall, except for Help Desk & Parliamentary Procedures, which will be administered in a separate room. Check the SLC program for room numbers and times.

PENCILS

Please inform your students to bring their own #2 SHARPENED pencils. Only #2 pencils are to be used on the answer

sheets for all written objective tests. Electric pencil sharpeners will be available in the FBLA Conference Headquarters

and the Objective Testing Room. I cannot stress enough for your students to bring the #2 pencils sharpened!! The

electric sharpeners can only handle 10-15 pencils at a time before the motors have to rest.

NAMETAGS

Nametags must be worn to ALL testing situations on Thursday and Friday of the conference. If a nametag is lost, you

may replace the nametag at the FBLA information booth, located in Conference Headquarters/Link.

Eligibility of Students--If a student competed in a particular event at the 2010 National Leadership Conference in

Nashville, Tennessee; they are NOT ELIGIBLE to compete in that event at the 2011 SLC **. If a student placed FIRST in

an event at the 2010 SLC, but did not compete in that event at the 2010 NLC, they can take that test again at the SLC.

**Only two members of a Parliamentary Procedures team who competed at the 2010 Nationals can repeat the event at

this year's SLC. Only one returning member will be allowed in: Banking & Financial Systems, Business Ethics, Business

Financial Plan, Business Plan, Business Presentation, Desktop Publishing, Digital Video Production, E-business,

Emerging Business Issues, Entrepreneurship, Global Business, Management Decision Making, Management Information

Systems, Network Design, and Web Site Development.

DRESS CODE

Remind your FBLA members that when they are attending the General or Business Sessions and Competition, they are to

be in appropriate Business Attire as directed by the National Guidelines. Dress Code monitors will be posted at the

doors of Landon Arena and Exhibition Hall to check for appropriate business attire before entering the objective test area. Dress Code will also be monitored in the performance rooms. (The current version of our Dress Code is printed in your Chapter Management Handbook—or on the National FBLA-PBL website)
